Manufactured Home Parks —

| became aware in April that one of our licensed manufactured home parks has 4 water utility
accounts that have been seriously delinquent for well over a year, potentially leading to utility
shut-off for residents. Residents pay the park owner for utilities but appropriate payments are
not being made to the City on the accounts. In addition the condition of the park is poor. OMHC
Investigator Terry Swackhammer advised this park is in the top 5 for enforcement in the state. |
have been working with Swackhammer, Building/Zoning Inspector Bob Johnston, Utility Office
Manager Dan Bute, and Utility Crew Chief Jon Miley to assist with state-level enforcement, plan
for and execute local enforcement, improve park conditions, and help to ensure residents have
consistent access to utilities.

Public Health Nuisances —

| spent a great deal of time in April working to abate public health nuisances. Each spring there is
a spike in the number of nuisances reported, as indicated on the charts below. This year has
been a particular challenge as 40 nuisances were reported in April, as opposed to 21 in April
2014. That change in volume led to a 32% rate of abatement January-April in 2015 versus 47%
January-April in 2014. All nuisances reported in 2015 have been solid waste, and the locations of
the nuisances have been more evenly distributed throughout the City this year than in the past.
